T he ECB fast bowling directives have changed 

following a two-year consultation process. 

The outcome is that bowlers up to Under-15 level 

are now able to bowl longer spells and more 

overs in a day. 

Under the new directives, which come into effect 

at the start of the 2010 season, bowlers at  

Under 16 and Under 17 level are now permitted 

to bowl an extra over per spell, but those in the 

Under-18 and Under-19 category have had the 

total number of overs they can deliver per day 

reduced from 21 to 18. 

The fast bowling directives are designed to raise 

awareness of the need to nurture and protect 

young fast bowlers through their formative 

years. Research has shown that fast bowlers are 

by far the most likely players to be missing 

playing and training time due to injury.

For these purposes a fast bowler should be 

defined as a bowler to whom a wicket keeper in 

the same age group would in normal 

circumstances stand back to take the ball.

 Cricket Board. 

* Committed to achieving the objectives 

 within „Building Partnerships'. 

*  Will work in partnership with ECB, the 

 County Cricket Board, schools and the 

 community to deliver high quality agreed 

 outcomes. 

*  Has achieved or is committed to 

 achieving and maintaining ECB Clubmark 

 Accreditation evidencing that they are a 

 safe, effective and child friendly club. 

*  Has a Club Development Plan that has 

 been approved by the County Cricket 

 Board and is reviewed and updated on an 

 annual basis.
