Y ou will have seen in our last newsletter that 

the Club successfully attained Charitable 

Status earlier this year and I thought it would be 

appropriate to explain in more detail as to the 

reasons why and how you, being a member and 

supporter of the club, could help.  

So what are the benefits?  

The first is that we believe it promotes the right 

image of the club which has always had an open 

approach to all members irrespective of age or 

ability, which is a key requirement to becoming a 

Registered Charity.  

In applying for grants, we believe Charitable 

Status will enhance any applications for funding 

and may also offer a few more opportunities 

than without this status.  

Grayshott Cricket Club can also recover from the 

Inland Revenue a proportion of all membership 

fees and any donations that are made from 

individuals. The only criteria being that the 

individual making the payment is a taxpayer and 

completes a simple Gift Aid form. Better still the 

form only needs to be completed once.  

With a membership of 130 Juniors and over 40 

adult members now, it is a fairly painless way for 

the Club to improve its income and endeavour to 

keep the cost of cricket to its members as low as 

possible.  

Another benefit of acquiring Charitable Status is 

that individuals who are endeavouring to reduce 

their exposure to inheritance tax upon death can 

do so by supporting their Cricket Club.  

I hope you will agree that the decision to 

become a Registered Charity is a good one for us 

as we continue to promote our Club and  to 

ensure its future is in safe hands.

Grayshott  has become one of the premier clubs 

in the county and it is no surprise that  you 

are  the first club in Hampshire to achieve 

Clubmark Re -accreditation.

Clubmark accreditation has to be renewed every 

three years and like many things in life the 

expectations and standards have increased and 

Grayshott has achieved them.  

WHAT IS CLUBMARK?  

Sport England's Clubmark is a cross sport 

accreditation for sports clubs with junior 

sections in recognition of a quality club. 

Grayshott were one of the first seven clubs in 

Hampshire to achieve Clubmark accreditation in 

2005.  

WHY CLUBMARK?  

Nearly half of all children and young people are 

members of sports clubs outside school and it is 

very important that these clubs serve young 

people well.  

Until recently there were few guidelines and 

little support available to most clubs to develop 

and assess themselves.
