M any months of hard work 

came to fruition earlier this 

month when our new 2 bay 

synthetic practice facility at the 

Sportsfield was installed. The new 

Outdoor Nets are an excellent 

addition for the Club and look 

pretty impressive. They will be a 

wonderful practice facility for all 

our members.  

The project, however, would  not 

have been possible without the 

support of the England and Wales 

Cricket Board who contributed 

£32,681 towards the project.  

The funding from the ECB was key 

for the project with additional 

funding also coming from The 

Grass Roots fund, Hampshire 

County Cricket Youth Trust, 

Hampshire Playing Fields 

Association, Grayshott Parish 

Council and Grayshott Cricket Club.

A n entry in Grayshott Cricket Club minute 

book from 1959 shows that at an 

extraordinary meeting of the players and 

supporters, a decision was taken to enter a 

Youth XI in the Youth league run by the IôAnson 

& Miller Cup Competition and support was found 

to be unanimous.  

It was also clear from reading later entries of the 

minute book that the progress in those days was 

slow with so few boys living in the village at that 

time. It was difficult sometimes to raise a team 

and the structured coaching you see today did 

not exist.  

In the mid ïsixties the Two Counties Youth 

League took the place of the one formed by the 

IôAnson & Miller Cup Competition, but it wasnôt 

until the mid seventies that, under the watchful 

eye of the late Mick Greathurst, youth cricket 

really took off.  

Peter Clapham and Graham Tickner (still a Vice 

President) were involved and it was Peter who 

was the driving force in the 80s and 90s that 

started to give the Club such a good name for 

the development of young cricketers.  

In 1978, Mick Greathurst presented a shield for 

the Club to use as the ñtopò Youth award and the 

first winner was Mark Sobey, now a Vice 

President.  

Over the years the club have had many Two 

Counties Youth League & Cup successes 

including U17 League & Cup winners in 1988, 

1990 and 1994, U11 League winners in 1993 and 

1995 and more recently U9 League winners in 

both 2007 and 2008.  

Last year the U15s also ventured into the South 

East Hants District League and won the óBô 

League at the first attempt.  

Running any youth organisation requires the 

dedication of volunteers and some of the Clubôs 

older members have managed individual XIs. 

Peter Hannam, Jim Sanders, Ken Williams, 

Gerald Baker, Tim Fry, Phil Coleshill and Jim 

Brophy are all worthy of a mention.  

In recent years the Youth section has gone to 

another level with the introduction of cricket for 

Under 9s, and after an absence for several 

years, the re - introduction of Under 17 cricket to  

Grayshott.  

In 2005, Girls Cricket was also introduced and 

over the last winter the club in conjunction with 

Hampshire has been working hard to promote 

cricket for girls. 2005 also saw the club achieve 

Clubmark Accreditation, the first Village Club in 

Hampshire to do so and the first one in the 

IôAnson Cup competition League. The following 

year, Grayshott acquired Focus Club Status and 

in 2009 we are quite proud that we continue to 

hold both accreditations.  

Junior Membership in 2004 was just 30 and in 

2009 has increased to 140.  With so many 

promising young cricketers the Club introduced a 

fourth Saturday XI in 2008 to enable more 

opportunities for junior members to play adult 

cricket. In 2009, Grayshott fielded eight junior 

sides at U9, U10, U11, U13, U15, U17 and Girls 

teams at U11 and U13 level.  

I wonder what those Club members of 1959 

would make of their decision today.  

T o celebrate this occasion 

Grayshott entertained a 

Hampshire Under 10 XI at the end 

of May at the Sportsfield.  

Pictured here are the Grayshott XI 

who played Hampshire. Hampshire 

were worthy winners of the game 

but it was a great opportunity and 

experience for our boys to play a 

County side.  

The following week the Hampshire 

U10 team returned to Grayshott to 

play Sussex U10 and win a very 

exciting game of cricket.
